ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Parking in the village – Mr. Johnson said he had been approached by a resident complaining about parking and the fact he was unable to access his own property.  Mrs. Coyle said she had also received a complaint.   There was considerable discussion on this subject and it was agreed to write to the Village Hall Committee asking them to make people aware of the situation when making bookings and asking them to take care when parking and not block entrances to properties.
Tree at top of The Mount – Mr. and Mrs. Hirst had kindly donated three trees at the top entrance of The Mount in memory of parents.  Mr. Johnson had received a complaint saying a stone had been placed near the tree and that this was turning into a memorial garden.  It was agreed this was not the case.
Defibrillator – Mr. Johnson explained there was a possibility of getting a defibrillator which would go in the telephone box at the bottom entrance to The Mount.  There had been various correspondence on this and Mr. Johnson had pointed out we wished to retain the emergency only telephone in the box and that there was a defibrillator situated in the village hall.    Everyone agreed it was doubtful if the defibrillator in the village hall had been maintained since it was installed and that one in the telephone box would be better where it was accessible for everyone.   It was agreed the Clerk respond to North West Ambulance Service who had originally raised the issue asking the following questions:

1. Suitability of housing defibrillator in phone box whilst retaining a telephone (emergency only) 

2. Use of existing defibrillator from the village hall in phone box but pointing out it was not clear whether or not this had ever been maintained.

3. If existing defibrillator is not suitable is it possible to use this as a part exchange

4. Cost of new defibrillator and who would be responsible for payment i.e. Parish Council

It was also agreed  to ask permission from the Village Hall Committee to remove their defibrillator.
Road surface between 1 and 2 Belle Vue – Mr. Johnson raised the issue of the road surface next to the pavement being rutted.  It was agreed the Clerk would report the fault.


Gulley clearing – it was agreed Mr. Trohear would clear the gullies as in previous years.   Mr. Trohear said he would do this at the same rate as last year
Tree, 59 The Mount – it was agreed to report the overhanging branches to the County Council as they were causing problems with motorists and pedestrians.
