MATTERS ARISING

Overhanging hedges, Sunnyside – Councillor Hanson said she would chase up the matter.
Stolen seat – Clerk in process of reporting this to the insurance company
Larger waste bin, Belle Vue – Clerk to send a reminder
Blocked gulley, Belle Vue – one gulley dealt with and the second to be re-reported to the County Council.
Waste bin collections – there were a great many complaints concerning the bin collections – see 39/19 below.   It was agreed to write to Allerdale Borough Council with the following concerns:

· In Papcastle there are different collection dates within the village which is totally confusing to residents.  Please can this revert back to the original system where the entire village had their collection on the same day

· The bin collections were one day late last week – there was no bank holiday within that week.

· The crews are not fully aware of the area and bins are being missed on a regular basis.   The crew on the wagon are not in any way to blame and are very polite when errors are pointed out.

· It does not seem very sensible to move crews from the area they were familiar with to another area where they are not familiar with either the area or the route to be taken.

REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR REBECCA HANSON



Councillor Hanson referred to the following:

· Maternity services where there is no longer a threat

· Youth mental health in West Cumbria and meetings between the County Council and the NHS

· River Derwent – problems with the culvert – there have been meetings with the County Council and the Environment Agency and it is hoped there will be progress within the next few weeks.

· Gote Bridge -  this is to be closed for up to six weeks.   David raised the problems with the bus service, not only from Cockermouth but for those getting on at Gote Brow to go to Carlisle.   Councillor Hanson said he would look into this but from figures she had obtained there were few users.  She referred to the use of the Voluntary Car Scheme from Cockermouth to Papcastle.

Councillor Farebrother referred to the following:

· Problems with the waste and garden bin and recycling collections.    She said Allerdale Borough Council were trying to get a solution to the problem.   It was agreed to ask the Operations Manager from Allerdale Borough Council to attend the next meeting to field questions.

· United Utilities site visit with the Development Panel to Williamsgate – concerns were expressed concerning the pumping station at Brigham which did not appear to being built as per the drawings originally seen by the Parish Council and appeared to be more intrusive.  It was agreed the Clerk write to Allerdale Borough Council expressing the Parish Council concerns and asking for up to date information concerning the pumping station at Brigham.

PLANNING APPICATIONS

WTPO/2019/0017 – Works to TPO’s, The Pumphouse, Papcastle – no objections
PIP/2019/0007 – proposed residential development, Low Wood, Belle Vue – the following objections were sent to Allerdale Borough Council - Policy S3 of Part 1 the 2014 Allerdale Local Plan (which this Council fully supports) says that proposals outside of defined settlements will be limited to certain categories.  This application does not fall within any of those categories.   Policy S5 requires any new development to be concentrated within the Settlement Hierarchy but Belle Vue falls outside that Hierarchy.   The area concerned is prone to surface water flooding.    If this application were granted it will set a precedent throughout Allerdale.   Therefore Papcastle Parish Council object to this application.
HOU/2019/0144 – two storey side extension and rear extension, Northdene, Belle Vue – no objections
