GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATION (GDPR)

Data Protection Officer -  following recent advice from CALC it was agreed not to appoint an external Data Protection Officer.   It was agreed that the Clerk be the designated responsible person for GDPR.  Proposed by Huw Morgan and seconded by Jackie Day.  This was unanimously agreed.   It was agreed the Clerk’s Contract of Employment be amended to reflect this and this to be ratified at the July meeting.
Data Protection Policy – a new Data Protection Policy based on the template supplied by CALC was adopted and agreed – copy attached. Proposed by Robert Jackson and seconded by Jackie Day. This was unanimously agreed.
Privacy Notices – Councillors and Staff – General Public – Website – again the Clerk had adapted the templates supplied by CALC and these were agreed in principle but are to be ratified at the next meeting of the Parish Council in July – copies attached.  Proposed by Jill Coyle and seconded by John Conlon. This was unanimously agreed.
Consent Forms – the Clerk circulated consent forms which were completed by those present and it was agreed to send copies to those not attending for completion.

PARISH COUNCIL WEBSITE
Huw Morgan reported this was now up and running and the Clerk agreed to forward the necessary information from this meeting to update the site.   There was a discussion as to the ownership of the website – whether it was the village or the Parish Council.   It was agreed Huw Morgan would try to seek clarification on this matter.

FOOTWAY LIGHTING
David Johnson reported on a letter from Allerdale Borough Council giving the current position regarding footway lighting across the Borough which stated:

“the Borough Council has a budget that is used to cover the electricity costs and any repairs, maintenance and replacement of footway lights.  For the 2018-19 financial year this budget has been reduced by £12500 which equates to a 20% cut in the amount available for repairs.  Based on previous years expenditure this reduced repairs budget could be used by October/November 2018 leaving us with the very real risk of not being able to repair our lights over the winder of 2018-19 unless further funding is made available.   The reduction in budget has been necessary as Allerdale has had significant reductions in its funding from Central government and has therefore had to make decisions which do impact upon services.  As the provision of footway lighting is not a statutory requirement then it is one are where savings have to be generated.  However the Council does recognize the benefit of working with its partners to ensure that where feasible such services can continue to be provided through alternative means.  The Council is keen to work with parishes in the Borough on an individual basis to ensure that the transition of responsibility for the provision, maintenance and energy costs of footway lighting is effected over the coming years.   

The Council is not at this point expecting any significant changes within the next two to three years and is therefore not expecting Parishes to assume all costs with their next budget.   There is a separate budge to deal with the issue of lights being removed when ENW replace their poles.  When this happens we will consult with the relevant town or parish council to see if the light is still required.  It is then a replacement column and light is provided from money that has been given to the Council by ENW for that purpose. At the current rate of replacement we anticipate  that this separate funding is likely to last until at least 2020.

Council staff have recently mapped all footway lights in the borough whether belonging to Allerdale Borough Council Cumbria County Council or other parties including housing associations.  As Portfolio Holder Councillor Barbara Cannon is intending to discuss the situation with the County Council Portfolio older in the next few weeks.  These discussions need to be held regarding the current arrangements before working with the CALC Allerdale’s Executive and individual parishes.  In the meantime the Council will be happy to update parishes regarding their areas.  The Council is endeavouring to find a sustainable solution against its reducing budget going forward and welcomes the input of Parish Councils.”
