· Flooding, Gote Brow – response from the County Council  regarding recent flooding had been very good

· Against on street parking charges in Cockermouth and other towns.

· Landscaping area, Belle Vue  - no progress made on this.   The Parish Council have now agreed to ask for a price from Totem Tree Services for this work.

· Sudden death of County Councillor Ian Stewart – this has had an enormous impact on the functions of the County Council.

Mr. Conlon commented that it was unacceptable for one person to have all responsibility and for the Liberal section of the County Council to cease functioning as a result.
