It almost seems a shame that the amazing discoveries must 
be covered up! 

Deciphering Hieroglyphics                                       Friday 25th October 2024 

Mike Hind, a former lecturer at Lancaster University, guided us through the fascinating ancient symbols 
from Egyptian times. He explained the intricacies of decoding and explained why it had taken so long to 
understand the different levels of the symbols. A wonderful insight into these captivating symbols and 
their impact on our language today.  

Beanz Meanz Coffee                                  Friday 20th November 2024 

Stephen Kidd from Cockermouthõs The Moon and Sixpence Caf® kept 
Papcastleõs coffee enthusiasts on the edge of their chairs with his knowledge 
and passion for the not so humble coffee bean. We learned about the different 
types of coffee plants (Arabica and Robusta), what climate suits them best, how 
they are harvested and processed, how roasting time affects the flavour, how to 
grind them, different methods of brewing the coffee and how not to drink it!  

Did you know that South American coffees are chocolatey and nutty, African coffees are fruity and 
Indonesian coffees are spicy and chocolatey? They need high altitude and free-draining, rich soils with 
plenty of rainfall, but because climate change is causing crop failures many growers are switching to 
cacao instead. 
Stephen has spent time on coffee plantations picking the òcherriesó and learning from the coffee growers. 
He now has a deep understanding of the art of coffee making, and a great respect for the skill required to 
roast the beans. He buys his coffee from the local roasters Carvetii in Threlkeld, but has to make his own 
water, as the soft Cumbrian water doesnõt make the best coffee. A greater dedication to Britainõs favourite 
drink will be hard to find.  
There were many questions from the audience which Stephen was happy to answer. Thank you, Stephen, 
for an amazing talk ð though I didnõt get to sleep till 4.30 am after the 6 pm coffee tasting!

Adventures of a Young Papcastle Vet  
In July 2025 it will be 40 years since Bill Mavir moved back into 
Papcastle and came to live at Greenbank with his wife Robyn and their 
three young children, Matthew, Philippa and Olivia. We asked Bill to tell 
us a little about his early years here, his career and what brought him 

back to the village.  

In April 1957 when I was 7½ our family moved to Beech House, Papcastle. We came from 

Brigham where several generations of my fatherõs family had lived. My mother was born 
and grew up in Great Broughton. As far back as available records show, all of our 

ancestors have lived in or around the Cockermouth area.  

On my first day in Papcastle I was introduced to the only 
other boy of my age, Jackson Strong, son of Mary and Joe, 

who many will remember living at the farm. For the next 15 
years or so, Jackson and I were pretty much inseparable and 

Croft House became my second home. It was a lively, 
welcoming household where most of the extended Jackson 
family lived, including the 12 -year -old Robert who now lives 

at Lynwood House.  

The farm provided an endless supply of fascinating 
experiences: calves and lambs being born, chicks hatching, 

cows being milked, sheep being sheared and dipped, pet 
lambs to be fed, Irish cattle arriving by train in Cockermouth  

and being walked from the auction up into the village, semi -
wild ponies arriving from Wigton horse sales that we were 
allowed to ride etc. Every day brought something new. And in 

the days before ôHealth & Safetyõ had been invented, the farm 
was a far better playground than any modern -day theme 

park: tractors to ride on, barns full of hay bales to build dens 
in, ropes to swing on, small rivers and streams to dam, tree 

houses that needed building - and so on.  

As we got a little older there were jobs that we could help with such as mucking out the 
byres, feeding the calves, stacking and loading hay bales, bottling milk, helping on the milk 
round, plucking the poultry at Christmas ð and many more. Though I didnõt know it then, 

my experiences at Croft House would have a significant influence on my future choice of 

career.  

Some of the Papcastle kids went to Dovenby School, but it was decided that my sister 
Judith and I should attend Fairfield. There was a regular bus service through the village 
then, but I usually chose to walk and spend the bus fare at 

Jimõs sweet shop on the corner of South Street. There was so 
little traffic that it was considered the norm for a seven -year -

old boy to walk into town unattended. Anyone from the village 
driving past would invariably stop and offer me a lift and it felt 

safe to get in because I knew everyone who lived here.  

After Fairfield School I went on to Cockermouth Grammar 
School on Strawberry How Road. It served a wide area and 
pupils were bussed in from as far afield as Clifton, Crosby, 

Maryport and Dearham. It was possible to catch one of these 
buses at Belle Vue, but by the age of 14 Iõd saved-up enough 

money to buy a brand new BSA racing bike so I usually cycled.

During my mid -teens Jack Sedgwick and his family moved into Well House in Papcastle. 

Jackõs veterinary practice was based in the old cinema in Cockermouth. When he found out 
that I might be interested in becoming a vet, he invited me along to watch a few operations 

on dogs and cats. Then for the whole of my Lower 6th Easter school vacation he appointed 
me as his driver and general factotum. A couple of days in and I was certain beyond any 
doubt that the only thing I wanted to be was a vet. It would be a long hard slog but Iõd give it 

my best shot.  

In September 1968 I started my first term at Vet School at the University 
of Edinburgh. Five extremely enjoyable years in one of the worldõs most 

wonderful cities just flew by, and in September 1973 I began my first job 
in Dalston near Carlisle. This was conveniently close for getting back 

home to Papcastle when I wasnõt working or on call, which, as it turned 
out, wasnõt very often. But the long hours and heavy and varied workload 
meant that by the following autumn I felt ready to set up my own locum 

service and get out to see the world, or at least some of it.  

My first assignment was standing in for the vet who looked after the 

islands of Islay, Jura and Colonsay, in the Inner Hebrides, while he took 
a monthõs vacation. It really was as magical as you might imagine: wild 
dramatic scenery, remote crofts and farms, and the most relaxed and 

hospitable clients you could ever meet. And where else in the world might you be offered a 

ôwee dramõ at 6.30 am after an early morning call-out to deliver a calf?  

After that it was off to Anglesey for the lambing season, then on 

to some other stunning locations in Lincolnshire, Surrey and 
Somerset. I also worked in Luton and Workington! Then it was 

time for a working holiday in sunny South Africa where I found 
a short -term job at the SPCA in Durban. On my first day in the 
city I was introduced to a young Australian woman called 

Robyn. Within six weeks weõd left our jobs, bought an old Mini 
together, then headed off in the direction of Cape Town to see 
more of South Africa and Lesotho. In November this year weõll 

have been together for 50 years!  

Come February 1976, I had to get back for lambing time on Anglesey again and Robyn had a 

ticket booked on the back of a truck, making her way overland with a group of other young 
travellers to Kenya via Botswana, Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe), Zambia and Tanzania ð and 
from there via Egypt to the UK, where she arrived in late April. She managed to find a 

temporary job in London and one way or another we were able to meet up quite frequently, 
until Robyn went off to explore Europe and I took up a job offer on a large dairy farm in 

Saudi Arabia owned by the very wealthy Almusheikhih brothers, aka ôThe Milk Sheikhsõ.

The local town of Buraydah was about the size of 

Cockermouth and, although then very primitive, has since 
been transformed by oil wealth into a gleaming modern city 
with a population of 750,000. Back then it wasnõt the best 

place to be for a team of 35 young men in their 20s. No pubs, 
clubs, cinemas, cafes, restaurants, telephones, radio or 

television, and girls and alcohol were strictly off -limits ð but 
the tax -free pay and perks were very generous, and half way 
through the contract my flight to Australia to visit Robyn was 

fully funded by my employees. By coincidence I flew there on 
the same plane as ABBA embarking on their iconic 1977 tour 

of Australia. As you might imagine the crowd that greeted me at Perth Airport was quite 

phenomenal!  

My next visit to Australia would be later that year when Robyn and I got married ð but thatõs 

another chapter.

Parish Council Snippets from meetings on 5 Nov 2024 and 7 Jan 2025 
The Parish Council meets every 2 months and is tasked with addressing local village issues such as 
blocked drains, management of green spaces, footpaths, street lighting, bus shelters and planning 
applications. The County Councillor for Cockermouth North (currently Helen Tucker) usually attends the 
meetings and relays any concerns to the relevant Cumberland County Council department as well as 
informing the Parish Council of developments on the County Council. The current Chairman of the PC is 
David Johnson of Premier House, Belle Vue. Other Parish Councillors are Robert Jackson Snr and Robert 
Jackson Jnr, Brian Merris, John Conlon, Ian Trohear, John Burrows, Jilly Douglas.  
 
Following the resignation of Huw Morgan, Duncan Fawcett from Belle Vue was co-opted on to the Parish 
Council and was warmly welcomed.  
 

§ The light in the village hall lane has been fixed by the County Council.  

§ It was agreed to write to Cumberland Council asking them to consider moving the 30mph sign 
further up Gote Brow to protect the Belle Vue exit. 

§ Bus shelter - it was agreed that in the near future the perspex in the bus shelter would need to be 
replaced as its opaqueness was reducing visibility at the junction. 

§ It was agreed to ask Cumberland Council to consider a 20mph limit through the village. 

§ The problem with weeds in the village will be readdressed in the spring.  

§ More frequent emptying of dog waste bins in Belle Vue and above the river lane would be requested.  

§ Ian Trohear agreed to clear the blocked gully running below Linden House to the central junction. 
House owners are requested to ensure their overhanging foliage does not block gullies and drains, 
and to prune them regularly. 

§ It was agreed the Chairman and Clerk would look into the current non-functioning Parish Council 
website and separate Papcastle&Belle Vue Village website to see what could be done to unify them. 

§ An anti-harassment and bullying policy for the Parish Council was agreed and adopted. 
 
DOVERS LANE 
Repeated attempts have been made by the Parish Council to alert Google Maps to their incorrect 
labelling of the road from the centre of Papcastle to the Belle Vue/Gote Road junction as Dovers Lane 
(Apple Maps is correct) which is leading to confusion. This road is the U2282 and has no name. Only 4 
properties have Dovers Lane as their official address: Silverstones, Holly Lodge, the Nook and Dovers 
Cottage. The lane is so called because a Miss Dover had a shop on the corner in Dovers Cottage. 
 
Full minutes of the meetings with actions agreed are posted on the village notice boards once they have 
been approved. The  next meeting will be on Tuesday 4th March 2025  at 7.30 pm in the Village 
Hall. All are welcome to attend.
